Texas Legislation Ballot Measures Passed

Proposition 2 — Allows the Texas Water Development Board to issue up to $200 million in bonds.
Proposition 3— Authorizes temporary property tax exemption for disaster areas.

Proposition 8— Creates a Flood Infrastructure Fund

Fort Bend County $83 Million Flood Bond Referendum Approved

Allows the Fort Bend County Drainage District to borrow money for 25 flooding and drainage projects. As a result, the district will
not have to raise taxes. Many of the projects are based on approval of state or federal grant money. The grant money will trans-

late into nearly $260 million worth of projects.
